It cor-
responds to the system devised in 2002 by the State Department of Geodesy and Cartography of Georgia,
and the Institute of Linguistics of the Georgian Academy of Sciences. The tabulation shown represents the
Mkhedruli alphabet, as presently used in Georgia.
