Macedonian was officially established as a literary language in Yugoslavia during World War II 
and is now the official language of Macedonia. Its alphabet is identical to Serbian Cyrillic, except that 
the characters ђ and ħ are replaced by ѓ and ќ, respectively, and the character s and the apostrophe are 
added.
